Academics, scholastic bowl, and sports seem to be taking up a great amount of our students and staf
time since we returned from Christmas vacation. Grades were recently sent to families, and we are sending
conference requests and information this week. We hope if you have questions or concerns that you will set
a conference during the Februafyghd 16' time frame.

The students in the resource program have been working on reading, writing, and math probes to det
mine 1 f they are improving in their math, readin
(Individualized Education Plan). We had been testing our students twice each month, but they are doing so
well and improving at a rate that we can cut our testing down to a monthly schedule, and several students ce
drop the testing completely.

Our English students continue to work on reading comprehension, spelling, and Life Skills English.
We also have a writing project each week and finish up the week with vocabulary and comprehension lessor
on our computer skills program, PLATO.

The focus of our Consumer Math class this chapter is budgeting and household finances. The lesson:
give practical information for our students when they will be out and living on their own.

Mrs. Forney and Mr. Gullo are in charge of our Resource Study Hall. They track down the assignment
that the students are working on or assignments in which they are behind. They then offer support to help th
understand what is expected and foHopvto see that the work is completed and turned in.

From the Desk of Mrs. Hart

Students in American Studies are focusing on the Civil War. They are studying the events leading up
to the Civil War and the war i t sTeelCivil Wal, areeycellant e we
resource with original photographs and primary sources. They will also be reading literature from this pe-
riod, including works by Stephen Crane, Frederick Douglass, and Walt Whitman.

English Ill students have focused on literature by Hawthorne, Melville, and Poe. They will do a unit
on writers of the Civil War Period.

Students enrolled in the dual credit course English 111 are focusing on argumentation. They are
reading sample essays and evaluating them for claims made and evidence used in support of claims. Vario!
writing assignments will be required as students incorporate analytical skills into their writing. One assign-
ment, for example, will consist of an analysis of the State of the Union address.

English Il students for this 9 week period are working on oral communication. They have studied the
communication process and have done several short oral assignments. A demonstration speech was a maj
assignment. Students demonstrated many different recipes, techniques in various sports, etc. Students wer
delighted to sample the culinary masterpieces! They will be giving an informative speech with visual aids
and a persuasive speech. As a book report assignment, each student will read a book of historical fiction, al
an oral presentation will be required. Students are pictured on the following pages presenting their demon-
stration speeches.
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
